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 In 2010, seven child care providers made a big accomplishment. They became credentialed as a Child Development Associate (CDA). It takes years to complete the training requirements in all sectors, document how the training criteria are being used with the program, and then submitting documentation to the Council for Professional Recognition. Last there is a peer review of persons watching and asking questions as the staff perform their services.
