Adolescent Pregnancy Prevention Committee Meeting Minutes

Tuesday August 3, 2010 10am at Building Families (Conference Room)

CAPP Coordinator welcomed everyone to the CAPP Committee meeting, and introductions were made by those individuals present sharing t one fun thing that they did this past summer.
CAPP Coordinator shared with the group upcoming trainings/events:

CAPP Coordinator reported on past events/trainings:  CAPP Coordinator attended the Kansas City Sex Ed Conference hosted by the Dept of Educations from the surrounding states June 8th-12th.  CAPP Coordinator drove to Duluth, MN to be trained by MOAPP in It’s That Easy! A Guide to Raising Sexually Healthy Children.  CAPP Coord. Will implement this curriculum at Parent Groups, and at a parent meeting prior to implementing in the area school districts.  26 mothers (in addition to their children/significant others/friends) were served at the Healthy Baby Fair at the Hamilton County Public Health office on 6/29.  CAPP Coordinator distributed condoms and 30 safer sex kits while at her booth.  18 Providers attended the LGBT Training put on by Nate Monson from Iowa Safe Schools on 6/30. CAPP Coordinator attended the Replenish Your Bucket: Drawing Water from a Deeper Well Conference held in Des Moines by Planned Parenthood.  At the conference, the Coordinator was trained in SEX ED 101. Coordinator shared what learned from one training on linking teen pregnancy with sexual violence. Other activities that have been going on this summer have been bullying meetings (collaboration of school, PUY, ministerial assoc, etc.), sending out folders of info to prenatal classes, distributing information at Hamilton County Fair Power Up YOUth booth.
CAPP Coordinator gave an update from EyesOpenIowa.  Coordinator shared the evaluation questionnaires designed by UNI Evaluators, as well as the results of the Contraceptive Access form/evaluation.

CAPP Coordinator shared that results of the Federal TPP Grant will be out in Sept/Oct 2010.  We will not know until then if there will be funding to start up the teen clinics in Hamilton & Wright County through the Public Health Agencies.  If not, we will have to look at other funding streams to increase access.

Discussion was then on the past/present CAPP Public Service Announcements (PSAs)-  They will be running on KQWC (95.7) until November.  There will be 3 different ones.  Ideas that were discussed for the next one included:  have parent come up to kid, not directly, but ask about sexuality issues, just a simple general question; show a different angle; use teachable moment to start & then think in more detail on how to go about it.  If individuals would like to hear, or you know of other stations that will be willing to play the PSAs, contact CAPP Coordinator.
The group was given an update on the CAPP Coordinator Facebook Page.  Ideas & feedback were given.  The group felt that the Coordinator should try to post the meeting dates, maybe even under the events tab, and that there should be a link to the Building Families website.  The group asked if contact could be made to the schools about putting link up to Building Families website/CAPP Coordinator Information.  Members suggested adding the various schools as “friends”.  
Kathy shared an update on Power Up YOUTh, and that due to the NYL conference, 2 youth have shown interest in starting up a youth group through Webster City school district.

CFR representative gave an update of the happenings in their serving area:  JEL at TRV currently has 7 kids, looking at recruiting day during lunch.  There was information also given on tobacco, gambling, cyber bullying.

This lead to a conversation on resiliency in kids.  Kathy shared information on training (mind/thought/consciousness) that she plans on attending.  This conference has positive effects down in the Des Moines area.

The coalition then reviewed and edited the CAPP program brochure.  Feedback was given.  CAPP Coordinator will make the needed changes, and the group will re-look at it at the next meeting.   The group felt that the brochure should be “dummied down” and it was requested that 2 brochures be made: one aimed at parents and the other aimed at community organizations/schools/etc.  The group thought that maybe facebook would be best way to reach the teens.
CAPP Coordinator provided information on the survey that will be conducted by Iowa State University (ISU) RISE Program.  This phone survey will be conducted to meet the requirements of the needs assessment.  All participants will be from Hamilton, Humboldt, & Wright Counties.  The results hope to be distributed by Jan/Feb 2011.  The group is to continue thinking of individuals that may be contacted for this survey, as they already considered having a sign-up sheet at parent-teacher conferences, sending out request to schools. 

CAPP Coordinator shared the final draft of the CAPP LOGO DESIGN and the shirts that were ordered.
CAPP Coordinator shared that she will be having surgery mid August and will be out for a month-6 weeks from work.  All questions and concerns can be directed to her supervisor, Ann Stewart.
