Adolescent Pregnancy Prevention Committee Meeting Minutes

Tuesday December 1, 2009 10am at Building Families (Conference Room)

1. Tiffany welcomed everyone to the CAPP Committee meeting, and introductions were then made.

2. CAPP Coordinator gave an update on upcoming events & past trainings.  CAPP Coordinator informed the group that the Risky Business Conference will be held in Ames, IA on May 4, the Prevent Child Abuse Iowa Conference will be May 3 in Des Moines, and April 9 there will be a training at the University of Iowa on the Period of PURPLE Crying.

3. CAPP Coordinator will be presenting at the Wright County Parents Night Out on December 2, 2009 from 7-8:30pm at the Clarion Library.  Tiffany gave a presentation to the WC Rotary on November 23rd.  Tiffany also presented at Amy’s Riverview and Belmond Parent Groups.  CAPP Coordinator will continue to attend Parent-teacher conferences, WIC Clinics, community presentations, Chamber, etc. to increase awareness.  Tiffany will be presenting at a D/SAOC staffing later in the afternoon on Dec. 1.  The group has a common interest in the issue of unhealthy teen relationships.  The group then briefly discussed the movie “Precious” and some of the talking points for the movie.
4. CAPP Coordinator shared with the group an article from the Iowa Department of Public Health’s Grantee Update (Nov 23, 2009 edition).  The article discussed how as many as one in for U.S. teen girls have had an STD, many whom have been infected after their first sexual encounter.  The article was based from a report written by the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.
5. CAPP Coordinator will be implementing the Draw the Line Curriculum December 7th-17th at South Hamilton School District to 7th graders, and will be implementing the Making Proud Choices Curriculum to the 8th graders as well.  We will be incorporating the Safer Choices curriculum into the 10th grade Biology classes in January 2010.

6. CAPP Coordinator shared the posters that she purchased for the school districts that focus on Abstinence and Healthy Decision Making.  The group also discussed additional incentive ideas.  CAPP Coordinator will purchase key chains, pens, stickers, and bracelets.  These will be distributed to students when they turn in homework or participate well.
7. The committee then provided feedback on the CAPP Coordinator brochures.  The group felt that putting local statistics on the brochure would be beneficial.  CAPP Coordinator needs to research where to find local data.   Need to find a logo/design that associates well with the topic.  CAPP Coordinator should make one for the parents and one for organizations.  Focus more on the facebook page, flyers, quotes, or magnets for the lockers for the students.  The facebook page is currently still under construction.  It was also mentioned that the brochure should touch on why parents should pay attention, why now, and why mandating comprehensive sex education is crucial. Kathy mentioned possibly utilizing a media consultant to help keep the brochure simple, concentrating on the goals & mission, and emphasizing the contact info.  The group definitely felt that there should be tips on how parents can talk to their teens included. 

8. The committee also discussed advocating for pregnancy prevention, discussed the importance of engaging teens, and discussed why the topic of comprehensive sex education is crucial.  Lydia said she could send a letter to school districts advocating for CAPP programming if necessary to get more school districts on board.  Michelle recommended conferring with the Eagle Grove GSA to recruit high school kids.  CAPP Coordinator will continue to work with PUY on youth engagement efforts as well.

9. CAPP Coordinator adjourned the meeting.
