4. CAPP Coordinator announced the important change of FutureNet becoming EyesOpenIowa: Your Connection to Adolescent Sexual Health. The name change came as the organization continues to engage in an important transformational process, with ultimately a new vision and mission for their work, and an expanded focus on adolescent sexual health.  They felt that they wanted to pursue a stronger identity, which would create immediate emotional depth and connection.  They are in the process of implementing a new website and launching this new brand.
5. CAPP Coordinator then briefed the committee on EyesOpenIowa hiring a new CAPP Grant Manager, and explained that they will be starting the WISE Project soon as well.  

6. CAPP Coordinator then shared with the committee that Feb 2nd was EyesOpenIowa “2010 Virtual Lobby Day.”  Prior to the meeting, the CAPP Coordinator sent letters to representatives and Governor Culver explaining that Teen Pregnancy Prevention is a wise investment.  
7. CAPP Coordinator continues to notify the school districts of the curricula available to be taught via health, biology, FCS, guidance, etc., and continues to notify them of what the Dept. of Education recommends be implemented.  The CAPP Coordinator will continue to get school districts on board with Governor Culver’s recommendations for Evidence-based Sex Education. CAPP Coordinator will be implementing the Draw the Line curriculum at South Hamilton at the end of March to the 7th & 8th graders. 
8. CAPP Coordinator shared what the post-tests said from the 10th graders in the biology class at South Hamilton.  The CAPP Coordinator implemented the Safer Choices curriculum in January and saw positive results from the students.  
9. The committee began discussing ideas for May and Teen Pregnancy Prevention Month.   The CAPP Coordinator is still in the process of updating brochures and completing the Facebook page, so discussion shifted to brainstorming logo options.  CAPP Coordinator has requested the committee return with fresh ideas for logos & T-shirts that that can be used on the brochures, the FB page, and to represent the Committee.  The committee felt that getting involved in parent conferences, school newspapers, after prom activities could be possible ideas for May. The group will continue to brainstorm ideas at the next meeting.

CAPP Coordinator adjourned the meeting.
