Adolescent Pregnancy Prevention Committee Meeting Minutes
Tuesday July 7, 2009 4pm at Building Families (Conference Room)
Present:  Tiffany Larson, Ann Stewart, Michelle Olson, Shelby Kroona, Amy Muller, Lori Price, Kathy Getting, Josh Lovelace, and Bill Waychoff
1. Tiffany welcomed everyone to the CAPP Committee meeting, and brief introductions were then made. 
2. CAPP Coordinator shared with the committee that she would be attending the Fundamentals of HIV, Hepatitis, & STD Prevention Counseling Training July 14th-16th in Des Moines.  This three-day workshop will demonstrate effective, client-centered counseling strategies to assist clients in reducing their risks of acquiring or transmitting HIV, hepatitis, and other sexually transmitted diseases. CAPP Coordinator will learn how to personalize counseling messages and develop realistic and incremental risk reduction plans with clients. This workshop will also cover testing, post-test counseling, and locating appropriate resources for clients who test positive. 
3. CAPP Coordinator gave an update from her presentation in Humboldt on 6/22/09.  Tiffany presented her parent workshop information at the Congo Church for the Humboldt CARES Group.  There were 12 participants, including Kim Mohr.  The group found the list of texting/IM acronyms to be the most fascinating part. 

4. CAPP Coordinator gave an update from her Hamilton County Parent Workshop held at Building Families on 6/23/09.  Ann Stewart, Michelle Olson, & Tiffany were the only individuals that were present for the workshop, which was to be held from 6-8pm.  Tiffany will set up another Parent Workshop for October.

5. CAPP Coordinator gave an update from the “Back to the Basics of HIV/AIDS/STDs & Human Sexuality Education Conference” which was held in Kansas City June 10th-12th.  There were teachers, school nurses, prevention and care providers, health professionals, physicians, social workers, public health individuals, etc. present from Wyoming, Colorado, Nebraska, Kansas, Missouri, & Iowa. The guest speakers were remarkable, including  Executive Director of the South Carolina Campaign to Prevent Teen Pregnancy, Forrest Alton, MSPH, CHES; Ryan White’s mother, Jeanne White-Ginder; Kenya S. Masala with “Working With Rhythm To Help Fight HIV/AIDS”. CAPP Coordinator also attended the following workshops:  Tried and True-Proven Sexuality Teaching Methods for You, STD/HIV Prevention:  Keeping in Simple Silly, Taking Action to Engage Parents, What’s Love Got To Do With It?, and Central Command Needs Special Weapons.   

6. Due to time constraints of the meeting, discussion on the Storks Nest, Interactive Placemats, & the End of the Fiscal Year Review have been postponed until a later time.

7. CAPP Coordinator shared in more detail and visually the purchases for Hamilton, Humboldt, & Wright County Public Health Offices. They included condoms, condom carriers, and bilingual Safer Sex instructional cards. CAPP Coordinator also shared the 8 Racks,8 different brochures, educational materials, etc. that have been purchased for the surrounding school districts.  Tiffany will contact Webster City Community Schools, Northeast Hamilton, South Hamilton, Humboldt, Twin River Valley, Eagle Grove, Belmond-Klemme, & Clarion-Goldfield later this summer/early fall to inform them of these purchases.  The goal is for the schools to have these materials available in the guidance/nurse’s offices.  The materials were purchased through Channing-Bete.  CAPP Coordinator also has 3 contraceptive kits that have been purchased to loan out for school nurses, health/FCS educators, public health nurses, etc. to use.  CAPP Coordinator also shared an example of the “Safer Sex” kits that were purchased to distribute at WIC clinics and such throughout the 3 counties.
8. Discussion was then focused on the Hamilton County Fair taking place July 20th-26th.  The CAPP Coordinator will be involved with the PUY float, volunteer at the PUY booth for 2 days, and will have brochures and committee sign-up sheet displayed.  

9. The rest of the meeting was briefly spent on Let’s Talk Month coming up in October.  CAPP Coordinator shared projects she completed last year and received feedback from the committee on what to keep or get rid of.    The committee agreed for the CAPP Coordinator to send a letter to the editor, possibly look at doing Healthcare on the Air with Kent Bailey, look at providing a booth during parent-teacher conferences, look at putting labels on popcorn during Homecoming, look at talking to the schools to incorporate something into their school lessons, newspaper, or WCTV/tech departments.  The group encouraged CAPP Coordinator to redistribute the Let’s Talk flyers and 12-point quiz throughout the communities.
