Adolescent Pregnancy Prevention Committee Meeting Minutes 
Tuesday June  2, 2009 10-11:30am at Building Families (Conference Room)
Present:  Tiffany Larson, Ann Stewart, Amy Muller, Leslie Kauffman, Kathy Getting, Lindsay Gelder, Deb Rohlfs, William R. Waychoff Jr.
Tiffany called the meeting to order at 10am. Introductions were then made by sharing names, and explaining, “What is one piece of advice that you have for parents of adolescents aged 13-18?”
1. CAPP Coordinator shared Resources/Handouts with the committee on understanding the legal age of consent, healthy teen development, & sexting.
2. CAPP Coordinator shared that 8 Racks, brochures, educational materials, etc. have been purchased for the surrounding school districts.  Tiffany will contact Webster City Community Schools, Northeast Hamilton, South Hamilton, Humboldt, Twin River Valley, Eagle Grove, Belmond-Klemme, & Clarion-Goldfield later this summer/early fall to inform them of these purchases.  The goal is for the schools to have these materials available in the guidance/nurse’s offices.  The materials were purchased through Channing-Bete.  Additional materials and an additional rack were purchased for Tiffany to utilize at WIC clinics/ presentations throughout the 3 counties.
3. Tiffany attended a parent workshop in Boone on May 21st.  She shared the information that was presented by the Boone Coalition with Hamilton County’s CAPP Steering Committee.
4. Tiffany gave an update of the curriculums that she is currently trained in, which include:  Reducing the Risk, Drawing the Line, and Making a Difference. AIDS 101 has also been completed.  Additional Trainings will be taking place in late summer/early fall.
5. CAPP Coordinator will be attending the Back to Basics Sex Ed Conference in Kansas City June 10-12th.  Tiffany shared that this conference is open to all teachers, school nurses, prevention and care providers, administrators, counselors, physicians, community-based organizations, social workers, public health individuals, parents, etc. throughout Colorado, Iowa, Kansas, Missouri, Nebraska, & Wyoming.  Tiffany is currently signed up to attend 1)Tried and True-Proven Sexuality Teaching Methods for You, 2) Abstain, Postpone or Protect:  Building Safe, Responsible Relationships, 3)Taking Action to Engage Parents, 4)What’s Love Got To Do With it?, and 5)Teaching Inclusive Human Sexuality to Meet the Needs of Lesbian, Gay, and Bisexual Youth.
6. The committee continued to brainstorm about the Power Up YOUth Restaurant placemat ideas.  The idea is an interactive placemat being distributed at restaurants encouraging families to take time to eat together and communicate.  It is an extension of the “Got a minute?” campaign.  Tiffany continues to try drawing in five particular businesses (Chuong Garden, Pickles, Grid Iron, Godfathers, & Mischelle’s).  Additional discussion was made regarding the restaurant highlighting a certain special and PUY promoting possible free advertising.  Tiffany will be including data from the IA youth Survey on the placemat, now that it has been released. In addition to the local date, a crossword puzzle, PUY information, & conversation starter questions will be included on the placemat. A majority of the meeting was spent on narrowing down a list of possible discussion questions to a total of 20-25.  One example is, “When does a teen know they are ready for a relationship?”  Tiffany will take the completed rough draft into PSI on Tuesday June 16 when she returns from Kansas City and has had enough to get totals from the participating restaurants.
7. The committee then discussed County Fair ideas.  Due to scheduling conflicts there will be no representation at the Humboldt or Wright County Fairs this year.  As for Hamilton County, discussion was made regarding the CAPP Coordinator being at the same booth as PUY.  We will need to get permission from the fair board, and should know more by the July meeting.
