Adolescent Pregnancy Prevention Committee Meeting Minutes

Tuesday March 2, 2010 4pm at Building Families (Conference Room)

1. Tiffany welcomed everyone to the CAPP Committee meeting, and the committee took part in introductions by answering the question, “what is one piece of useful information that you have received or learned from taking part in the CAPP meetings?”
Answers included:  

· Even though we are in the 21st century, youth still have loads of misinformation about sex, relationships, etc.

· Local recent information about teen health issues

· What kids really want to know in our schools

· Overall positive attitude of CAPP Coordinator

· Updates on teen pregnancy rates

· Activities statewide/nationwide been done to reduce teen pregnancy

· One participant would like to know how our agencies can partner with adolescent education in the future, as he is just starting the learning process

2. CAPP Coordinator shared information from Healthy Teen Network and Advocates for Youth.  March was National Talk to Your Teen About Sex Month and they felt that youth can make responsible decisions about sexuality, pregnancy and parenting, as well as be effective as parents, when they have complete, accurate, and culturally relevant age, gender, and developmentally appropriate information, skills resources, and support.  Additional materials and information will be distributed regarding talking to your teen during Teen Pregnancy Prevention Month in May.
3. March 10 was National Women & Girls HIV/AIDS Awareness month.  CAPP Coordinator encouraged the committee to wear read on that day to help spread awareness.  According to Healthy Teen Network, every 35 minutes, a woman tests positive for HIV in the United States, and today 1 in 4 Americans living with HIV are women.  More information is available at Womenshealth.gov on the issue.

4. CAPP Coordinator gave an update on upcoming events & trainings.  CAPP Coordinator informed the group that the Risky Business Conference would be held in Ames, IA on May 4, the Prevent Child Abuse Iowa Conference would be May 3 in Des Moines, and April 9 there will be training at the University Of Iowa On The Period Of PURPLE Crying.  The 2010 Iowa Governor’s Conference on Public Health will be held April 13-14 in Ames, Iowa. The 14th Annual Whispers & Screams Conference, “Momentum: Girls on The Move” is being held in Ames on May 27-28 as well. Building Families, ACE, & PUY will be sponsoring a Diversity Training on 4/13 from 6:30-9:30pm in Webster City. There is also a Professional Development on Medical Issues and Iowa Code 256.9 (54) being held on 4/3 & 4/24 in Cedar Rapids.  Planned Parenthood of the Heartland has workshops available as well, and for more information, you can look on their website. CAPP Coordinator informed the group that the Transformation Council has been engaging youth to take part in their Community Vision Dialogue in leads to action to improve community life. Their community kickoff was held on 1/31/10 at 2pm, and Kathy continues to facilitate those meetings.  CAPP Coordinator has been taking part in one of the other community member groups, and the final forum has been tentatively scheduled for April 11th.
5. CAPP Coordinator shared a recap of past workshops, trainings, and conferences that were attended.  Building Families sponsored an Autism Workshop on 2/25/10 at the Webster City Middle School, and CAPP Coordinator presented to the Building Families Board about her program and current activities on 2/22/10.CAPP Coordinator had the opportunity of attending the CADCA Conference in Washington DC/National Harbor, Maryland Feb8-12th.

6. CAPP Coordinator once again shared a list of training dates on various curricula that the Dept. of Education has available. As many of you know, in April 2007, Governor Chet Culver signed into law a bill requiring that sex education taught in Iowa schools be based on research.  HF 611 (Iowa Code: 256.9 (54)) passed both the Iowa House and Senate, requiring that sex education provided to Iowa students be age-appropriate and research-based, defined in the bill to mean medically accurate. The bill, which was supported by FutureNet (Now known as EyesOpenIowa) and several member organizations (became effective July 1, 2007) also requires that all information in sex education classes be free of racial, ethnic, sexual orientation and gender biases.  This House File requires that all human growth & development and health education be:

· Age appropriate (meaning that 5th grade students receive info that is at the 5th grade level)

· Research-based (meaning that the info must be factual and based on research/evidence)

· Taught to students in grades K-12 

CAPP Grantees across the state are attempting to collaborate with school districts and community members to meet the health education needs of the students of Iowa and improve adolescent health.  Although I am trained and currently implementing some of the listed curricula, some school districts may feel more comfortable having their own teachers (be it physical education, health, guidance, biology, family & consumer sciences, etc.) facilitate the material to their students.  Therefore, the CAPP Coordinator is sharing the training dates available from the Department of Education with you.  The trainers are wonderful, the material is extremely interesting, and the CAPP Coordinator highly recommends attending at least the AIDS 101 portion as a refresher.  If you have any questions please do not hesitate to call. For school districts not feeling comfortable with having an outside source, such as the CAPP Coordinator, come in to assist with their curricula, you may find this beneficial, and the trainings are free. 7. CAPP Coordinator shared information on the Jemmott abstinence-only study and talking points from EyesOpenIowa.  
8. CAPP Coordinator continues to notify the school districts of the curricula available to be taught via health, biology, FCS, guidance, etc., and continues to notify them of what the Dept. of Education recommends be implemented.  The CAPP Coordinator will continue to get school districts on board with Governor Culver’s recommendations for Science-based Sex Education. CAPP Coordinator will be implementing the Draw the Line curriculum at South Hamilton March 22nd-26th, to the 7th & 8th graders, and again at the end of May. 
9. The committee began brainstorming logo options for the CAPP program.  CAPP Coordinator has requested the committee return with fresh ideas for logos & T-shirts that that can be used on the brochures, the FB page, and to represent the Committee.  The committee felt that getting involved in parent conferences, school newspapers, after prom activities could be possible ideas for May. The group will continue to brainstorm ideas at the next meeting. The committee also suggested contacting the schools or ICCC to see if one of the graphic designing students would be able to assist in the design.
CAPP Coordinator adjourned the meeting early due to a security alert and will share the useful articles from the Guttmacher Institute, CDC, Child Trends, etc. at the next meeting.
