What’s happening with Empowerment in this year’s Legislation?

Empowerment has been a HOT topic in the legislature this session. It would appear that the LEAN design recommendations will be followed to a certain extent. The following are in the House and Senate bill:

· Change the name from Empowerment Areas to Early Childhood Areas
· A one county area must have a population of at least 5000 children 0-5

· Single counties under the required population will merge with other counties

· Merged counties must have their borders aligned

· Areas will be no larger than 4 counties

Other ideas that are pending:

· Moving the office of empowerment under the Department of Education (Governor’s Recommendation) verses remaining under the Department of Management

· Department of Education as the lead agency and providing administrative support verses hiring two FTE under the Department of Management

· Identify AEA’s as fiscal agents

· Define “early care” to include “health, wellness, social development and education” not just education

· Changes in the number of citizens on the board

· Under the Department of Education, eliminates the state board and removes the Stakeholders in Early Childhood Iowa

· Assign a Unique Student Identifier number for program participants to track student progress and better evaluate the effectiveness of programs

Funding?

There is no doubt that empowerment funding will be cut. We have heard from 6% up to 14%. (Empowerment School Ready cuts have included: 1.5% in 2009 budget, 14% in the 2010 appropriation, and 10% across the board but in December for a total of 25.5% in the last 14 months.) As a result the Building Families Board is prioritizing their projects in an effort to determine the ones that are the most effective. If you are interested in assisting the board or giving input, please plan to attend the board meetings or volunteer for a committee. Your input is important. State Wide Family Support Information

**Local Community Empowerment Boards invested $17,081,817.88 in School Ready funds to provide family support services to families with young children in their community.  
**These funds supported a total of 180 programs of which  

122 were home-based

58 were group-based

**68% of the programs are provided to the family individually in their home setting by a professional family support worker.  The remaining programs are provided in a group setting using a standardized curriculum selected by the local program.  

**Community Empowerment Family Support Programs are successfully reaching high risk families.  One quarter of the families served had less than a high school diploma and over one half have an income of less than $20,000 a year
