According to CHILD TRENDS fact sheet, What Works for Home Visiting Programs, 
the characteristics of an effective home visitation program are different depending on the age of the children. For programs serving children ages 0-3, "high-intensity" programs lasting for more than one year and averaging four or more home visits each month have been found to be most effective for reaching one or more child outcomes.
