The Prevent Child Abuse Iowa Council held their bi- monthly council meeting on Tuesday,  April 6, 12:00, at the Building Families offices.  Building Families provided lunch and a room for the council to meet. There were 9 people in attendance. 
 
The first items of discussion were the funded PCAI grant projects. Below are summaries and the progress of the funded projects with each county. Amy Muller, Parent Coordinator with Building Families, will be facilitating and completing these projects.

· Hamilton County

· All projects have been completed 

· PCAI has helped serve 17 parents, 18 children age 0-5, and 15 children above the age of five with their funding.

· Wright County

· Provide a six session series of Positive Solutions for Families within Wright County- Positive Solutions for Families was completed November 30th in Belmond.

· Create a PCAI Council in Wright County

· Will collaborate with a high school to provide teen moms with parent education, Great Beginnings for Families. 
The next item for discussion was an update on the Wright County projects. The council was informed that Amy Muller and Tiffany Larson will be starting a Teen Parent Focus Series in Clarion on April 6th. The group will be at the Methodist Church in Clarion and Amy and Tiffany will be collaborating with Wright County Public Health. Tiffany also gave an update on the progress of the Wright County PCAI Council. Tiffany has been working closely with CPPC in Wright County and they have combined the meetings because of very similar goals.
The Prevent Child Abuse Iowa Conference was the next item on the agenda. All of the spots that can be funded by PCAI funding have been filled. Tiffany, Nicole, and Kathy said they would report on their experience and workshops at the next PCAI Council meeting, June 1st.
The council next discussed future projects and programs to fund with PCAI funds. The grant is due April 30th and the council had several ideas they would like to see in the counties PCAI funds would serve. These ideas were suggested:
· Implement “Period of Purple Crying”- Iowa PCAI is working on this

· Implement a “CARES”  program in Wright County- denied 

· Spanish Parent group-approved

· Parent resource fair- denied
The council agreed that the grant should be written for the Spanish parent group in Hamilton and Wright County. 
The next item on the agenda was a review of a training power point on reframing child abuse messaging. Amy went through a few slides and talked to the council about how they could address child abuse in the community and how to help parents and prevent child abuse. 

The Stork’s Nest is operating at the Upper Des Moines Opportunity office in Webster City. UDMO told Amy that they have parents coming in to utilize the Stork’s Nest 2-3 times a week.


The council was also informed of the upcoming training of Period of PURPLE Crying, April 9th. Several council members have registered to go. The council also looked at some materials about Shaken Baby Syndrome, but decided to wait to order the materials until after the Period of PURPLE Crying training. 
The PCAI Council will have their next meeting on June 1st, 2010 at the Building Families offices starting at noon. Building Families will be providing lunch.
