The Prevent Child Abuse Iowa Council held their bi- monthly council meeting on Tuesday, February 2, 12:00, at the Building Families offices.  Building Families provided lunch and a room for the council to meet. There were 12 people in attendance. 
 The first items of discussion were the funded PCAI grant projects. Below are summaries and the progress of the funded projects with each county. Amy Muller, Parent Coordinator with Building Families, will be facilitating and completing these projects.

· Hamilton County

· All projects have been completed 

· PCAI has helped serve 17 parents, 18 children age 0-5, and 15 children above the age of five with their funding.

· Wright County

· Provide a six session series of Positive Solutions for Families within Wright County- Positive Solutions for Families was completed November 30th in Belmond.

· Create a PCAI Council in Wright County

· Will collaborate with a high school to provide teen moms with parent education, Great Beginnings for Families. 

The next item for discussion was an update on the Wright County projects. The council was informed that Amy Muller and Tiffany Larson would be meeting with the Clarion High School Nurse, Erin Halverson on Friday, February 5th. Erin has talked with many of the pregnant and teen mothers in the high school and the girls seem very interested in having parenting education available to them. Logistics and dates will be discussed with Erin during this meeting. 
The Prevent Child Abuse Iowa Conference was the next item on the agenda. According to PCAI funding, there are ten spots available for the conference between Hamilton and Wright County. Several of spots are taken and there are now only a few left.
The Stork’s Nest is operating at the Upper Des Moines Opportunity office in Webster City. UDMO told Amy Muller that the Stork’s Nest was more utilized around Christmas. UDMO said about 5-8 parents have used the Stork’s Nest with some parents have 13-15 Stork’s Bucks. The council was also informed that in-home services with AEA have now been added to the agency participants in the program. 
The council next discussed future projects and programs to fund with PCAI funds. The grant cycle is coming up and the council had several ideas they would like to see in the counties PCAI funds would serve. These ideas were suggested:

· Implement Period of PURPLE Crying in Hamilton and Wright County

· Have more materials in Spanish available for the Hispanic population in Hamilton and Wright County

· Have a fair in Hamilton and Wright County, similar to Love Our Kids Day, with agency booths, fun activities, and car seat checks and giveaways
· Create a CARES program for Wright County

· Implement a Wright County Stork’s Nest
· Continue Parent Education Groups in Hamilton and Wright County


The council was also informed of several upcoming trainings. Period of PURPLE Crying, April 9th and a regional PCAI training on child abuse messaging on March 30th. 
The PCAI Council will have their next meeting on April 6th, 2010 at the Building Families offices starting at noon. Building Families will be providing lunch.
