Special Board Meeting 
October 3, 2008

Meeting was called to order by Janet at 10:17am.
There was no quorum to hold a special meeting (2/3of the board). The following is discussion from the board.
Old Business was addressed and there was discussion of allowing more than 20 children in a classroom to be funded by the preschool scholarships. The June board decision was based on state grant funded 4 year old preschool program because past guidelines set by Building Families have been abused. George Bruder, Humboldt School District, is requesting the Board to re-examine these guidelines. The Humboldt preschool classroom has 3 adults with 22 students and has enough square footage in the preschool room to accommodate the number of children. Humboldt also provides half day programs for their students. George believes that in these ways Humboldt preschool is quality. Katherine discussed the quality standards of the state grant funded 4 year old preschool and the board chose to use these standards for Building Families preschool scholarships because of quality and research that has been decided on a state level. Justin asked if any other schools had been affected by decision the board made in June. Marj replied in saying that many other preschools have followed the recommendations from Building Families with few resources. Amy Shannon presented information that Building Families has funded 175 students with the preschool scholarships and there are currently 18 on waiting lists across the three counties Building Families serve
The Board decided it needed to have more information on this matter in order to make an educated decision. For the Board Meeting October 27th member of the board would like:
· A recommendation from staff-Empowerment and State

· To know here else can we move money from to be able to fund the preschool scholarships?
· Data on

· How many 3 and 4 year olds are we funding
· How many scholarships did we fund last year compared to this year?

·  What’s the language we have on this decision when it was made?

· What priorities did we have, what priorities do we have now.

· Exact guidelines for the scholarships for the preschools.

Action Items:

· The board recognizes that preschool scholarships are their number one priority and requested to move preschool funds from one category into scholarships to be able to fund all children needing scholarships
