11/02/10 Your question was about if a program shows the other (non-ECI) funding that they receive should they also show/include the number of children etc. served with the total funds?  The answer is yes.  It forms a complete picture.  If a program only serves a few families with ECI funds and many with other funds, they may find it easier to only report on the ECI funds and the families served with those funds. 

Because of this, you probably better begin using the LSP on all of your in-home families including HOPES and EHS.
