Hamilton County Youth in Philanthropy (YiP) Program

Grant Guidelines for Proposals – 2011-2012
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Background:  
The Youth in Philanthropy (YiP) Program is a new youth initiative to engage young people in providing grant funds designated from the Enhance Hamilton County Foundation to assist with projects throughout Hamilton County, which are lead by and benefit the youth in the county. The YiP members are a group of young people taking a leadership role in this initial year to develop the process, create the grant form, and select the grants to be awarded. The focus of the YiP program is to promote service learning, civic engagement of youth, and preparing future leaders in Hamilton County.

Youth in Philanthropy (YiP) Goals and Objectives:

· To give youth a voice and add something new and innovative to the community (culture, town, county, neighborhood, etc)

· To help support a strong community, families, youth, and already established services, programs, organizations, etc.

· To provide positive and safe environments for youth
· To provide services, activities, etc. that affect a wide range of people, especially youth 
· Finding ways to meet or address the  needs of the community (whether it is in the area of arts & culture, community betterment, education, health & human services, recreation & environment, poverty, or additional youth development programming)

· Youth impacting youth

· Encouraging youth to get involved in ways that they are able to give back to their community and help future generations (i.e. volunteering)

Eligibility to Apply for Funding:
· A youth, or several youth, must partner with a tax exempt, non-profit entity classified by the IRS as 501 (c)(3) or a 170 (c)(1) governmental entity OR  a youth, or several youth, must have a fiscal sponsor who will legally and financially be responsible for them if they are not 501 (c)(3) or a 170 (c)(1) entity
· Only one application may be submitted per organization, and  a maximum of $500 may be requested
· The idea(s )and project(s) applied for must be youth  led
Funding is limited to projects that will benefit Hamilton County
